
1.  ECONOMICS CORE:  Must complete all three core courses.

THESIS OR RESEARCH HOURS:  Students have the option to culminate their program of study by writing a thesis for six credit hours or conduct a research project for three credits. The thesis option 
requires completion of 24 hours of approved graduate course work with at least a 3.0 average; plus completion and oral defense of a thesis, for which 6 credit hours are granted. The project option requires 
completion of 27 hours of approved graduate course work with at least a 3.0 average; plus completion and oral defense of a research project for which three credit hours are granted. This should complete 
the 30 hour requirement.
